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On June 25th (Friday), “GLOBAL VILLAGE 2021” was held at Hokkai Gakuen Sapporo
High School. In previous years, we have had teachers and staff from Hokkaido Un
iversity, JICA Sapporo, and Hokkai Gakuen University, as well as international s
tudents and trainees visit our school. However, in light of the recent spread of
coronavirus infection, this year we decided not to hold an overnight program, a
nd instead held lectures on campus, followed by a workshop for students, where e
ach student prepared a report and made a presentation. We also decided to make o
ur lectures available online for our WWL consortium associated high schools.

We asked Professor Yasuhiro Yamanaka of the Graduate School of Environmental S
tudies, Hokkaido University (who is also the chairperson of the WWL Consortium)
to give the lecture. Professor Yamanaka, who is also the chairperson of the WWL
Consortium, gave a lecture. Prof. Yamanaka has been giving classes and lectures
on the SDGs since before our adoption of the SDGs, and has developed teaching ma
terials for the SDGs. He is currently the vice representative of the United Nati
ons University—accredited RCE Central Hokkaido Region, chairman of the Sapporo C
ity Environmental Council, chairperson of the Hokkaido Carbon Zero Council, and
chairperson of the Hokkaido Environmental Education Promotion Association.

In this project, Dr. Yamanaka asked the question, “What will you do when the w
orld changes?

He explained the concept of SDGs and the importance of SDGs to the students of o
ur school and the partner high schools

It was a very interesting one hour lecture that included stories of young peop
le’ s thinking and actions on the SDGs in Asia and Western Europe, as well as a s
tory of the teacher himself working behind the scenes of volunteer groups for hi
gh school students

After the lecture, students discussed in groups the 17 goals of the SDGs, taki
ng into consideration Professor Yamanaka’ s talk.

After the lecture, each group held a workshop to explore problems and ways of 1i
ving to solve them in one or two of the 17 SDGs, taking into consideration the 1
ecture by Prof

Yamanaka, and at the end of the workshop, they summarized the results in a repor
t and made a presentation.

As the first project of the WWL Consortium, the workshop focused on the import
ance of the human mind, including multicultural coexistence, environmental conse
rvation, and respect for human rights
